2. You must meet eligibility criteria for the Spring Break Cuba GIE program and be in good standing.

Funding is competitive and recipients will be chosen based on merit and/or need.
Application Process
1. Complete and submit an online application for the program and take the additional step to confirm participation in the program by December 14, 2017.
2. Complete and submit an application for the program scholarship (this application) by December 14, 2017.
3. Applications will be reviewed by the scholarship committee and decisions will be emailed to applicants.
If you are selected for an award, the scholarship will be posted to your student account after accepting the scholarship and providing signed Terms of Agreement paperwork. The scholarship can be used towards tuition and fees and if there isn’t a balance, a refund will be issued to you (in which case you can also use it towards your travel expenses). 
Additional Expectations 
If selected for this scholarship, the School of Sustainability will provide Terms of Agreement outlining any additional expectations. Students must submit a signed Terms of Agreement by the date provided in the award letter.
